




Eligibility__All applicants must be:
• A U.S. citizen

• Enrolled in a full-time degree program (undergraduate only) at a college or university for the academic year commencing in the
year in which the scholarship is granted. Students commencing their studies in the Fall are eligible.

In order for your scholarship application to be considered "complete" for our process, you must have the following documents
delivered to our office via U.S. mail by 12:00 noon on April 16, 2010:

• Current H.S. transcript (or college transcript if already enrolled in college)
• Current ACT score sheet (unless already enrolled in college)
• Two letters of recommendation
• College or university acceptance letter to school you will be attending (or verification of enrollment letter if already enrolled in

college)
• A copy of your proofed essay
• Please make sure you proof your essay so that it is free of grammatical errors, etc.  Your essay is heavily weighed in this process.

• Please note that your application will not be considered if we don't have all of the above by April 16, 2010.

All applications must be accompanied by the following documentation:

APPLICATION QUALIFICATIONS_Applicants will be judged on the following criteria:
• Compelling Essay 
• Academic Achievement
• Evidence of Leadership 
• Community Service
• Grade report/transcript (most recent high school transcript for seniors, college transcript for post-secondary students)
• Two letters of recommendation (non-family)
• Proof of current enrollment or acceptance in a college/university (course schedule/admission letter, if applicable)
• Must provide a minimum 500 word essay including:

• Please tell us about yourself. What is your definition of leadership? Describe your personal achievements and accomplishments.
Explain any obstacles you have overcome in your life and how they have made an impact.

• Why do you wish to attend college? What field of study do you intend to pursue? How do you plan to distinguish yourself as a
leader in the future?
